MEMORANDUM FOR

ATHLETIC AND RECREATION (A&R) PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Fort Bragg Sports Program, 2002 Fort Bragg Spring Intramural Racquetball Tournament     

1.  Reference Army Regulation 215-2, 10 October 1990, Morale, Welfare and Recreation Update #16.

2.  Purpose.  To provide policies and procedures to assist ASCs and A&R personnel with the implementation of the 2002 Fort Bragg Spring Intramural Racquetball Tournament.    

3.  General.

    a.  The 2002 Fort Bragg Spring Intramural Racquetball Tournament will be conducted 5-7 April.  Competition will be held at Dahl PFC with play beginning on 5 April at 1715.

    b.  This event is open to active duty military personnel and their family members ages 18 and older; military retirees and their family members ages 18 and older (with ID cards); reservists; and DA civilians.

    c.  Singles and doubles competitions will be conducted in various age divisions and skill classifications for both men and women:  

        (1)  Singles competitions will be conducted in men’s, men’s 35 and older, and women’s divisions with “A” (advanced), “B” (intermediate), and “C” (novice) classifications for each division.

        (2)  Doubles competitions will be conducted in men’s, men’s 35 and older, and women’s divisions with “A” and “B” classifications for each division.

    d.  There must be a minimum of four entries in a classification to conduct a competition.  Divisions/classifications may be combined in order to accommodate all registrants.

    e.  Entry forms are available at all Fort Bragg PFCs.  Completed entry forms must be submitted to any Fort Bragg PFC or the Sports and Fitness Branch office NLT 1200, 3 April.
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    f.  The tournament scheduled will be posted at all PFCs will be posted at all PFCs NLT 1600, 4 April.

4.  Rules.

    a.  Official American Amateur Racquetball Association (AARA) Rules and local amendments will govern all play.

    b.  All matches will be the best 2 out 3 games to 15 points with an 11-point tie-breaker.  Matches will be preceded by a coin toss to determine the first game’s server.

    c.  Match time is forfeit time.  EXCEPTION: for the first matches scheduled on each day, a 5-minute grace period will be granted.  Participants will be given a 5-minute warm-up period.

    d.  With the exception of opening matches on each day of the tournament, the winner of each match will be responsible for officiating the next match on the same court or finding a suitable replacement.  Failure to comply will result in disqualification from the tournament.  For each day’s opening matches, participants will be responsible for calling their own match.  Officials are responsible for keeping score, settling disputes, and turning in the scoresheet to the tournament director.

    e.  Late registrants will be permitted in the event of a forfeit.  Late registrants will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.

5.  Awards will be presented to the 1st and 2nd place finishers in each division.
