1.  This is the installation policy pertaining to solicitation on Fort Bragg.  This is a permanent policy which will not expire until

rescinded.

2.  Commercial solicitation on Army installations is governed by AR 210-7, Commercial Solicitation on Army Installations, and

Directives of the Installation Commander or his designee.  The Garrison Commander (GC) has approval authority over

commercial solicitation on Fort Bragg.

3.  Solicitation is defined as the conduct of any private business, including insurance sales, whether initiated by the buyer or

seller.  Unauthorized solicitation on Fort Bragg is defined as an uninvited attempt to sell goods or services on the installation by

any person not specifically authorized by the installation to solicit.  Solicitation is a privilege, not a right.  Department of Defense

(DoD) policy prohibits the endorsement or appearance of endorsement of any product, service, or sponsor.

4.  Fort Bragg family housing residents and soldiers living in barracks may invite sales representatives or delivery persons to their

place of residence.  The salesperson may not use the invitation to make other contacts or attempt to sell to other individuals. 

Salespersons must be invited and may not solicit door to door.

5.  On-post quarters residents desiring to operate a business from their quarters must submit a written request through the Housing

Division, Director, Public Works Business Center, for approval by the GC.  Approval is normally granted if the business is not

disruptive to community tranquility, harmony among neighbors, or safety, and is a type of business normally acceptable for

operation from a home in the civilian community.  Compliance with the provisions of DoD Directive 5500.7, Standards of

Conduct, 30 Aug 93, which prohibit solicited sales to subordinates must be a condition for granting approval to conduct

commercial activities in family quarters.  Businesses operating from government quarters must comply with all solicitation

regulations, ethics, rules, local, state and federal laws, and with AR 210-50, Housing Management.  Requests by quarters

occupants to provide goods and services offered by the Army and Air Force Exchange Systems (AAFES) or Morale, Welfare,

and Recreation (MWR) activities will be denied if they are considered to be in competition with AAFES or MWR goods/services.

6.  Advertising in media such as newspaper, radio, television, telephone, and direct mail is unrestricted.  Distribution of leaflets,

flyers, or other advertising materials by other means on Fort Bragg is authorized only with the permission of the Installation

Solicitation Officer.
