Web Academy Application Process
 

 

 

1. Obtain an application from your high school counseling office or go to the website at www.ccswebacademy.net and download a Cumberland County application and Internet Use Policy form.  Complete both forms and return them to your high school counselor.  Your counselor will notify you of your acceptance.
2. Issues have been raised about the compatibility of AOL and CompuServe with distance learning courses; therefore, they are NOT recommended.
A serious compatibility issue exists in computers using Roadrunner and DSL with Java. Web Academy has no control over this situation. Students using Roadrunner or DSL may have to have their network card replaced or use a dial-up during their live class sessions.
 

3. Once you are approved for taking a course with the Web Academy, go to the website and click orientation to learn how to navigate a course online.  You must go to the Web Academy website and complete the orientation process before you can receive an e-mail account and ID/Password for your course.  You may begin the orientation starting December 1, 2003.
 

4. It is not recommended that a student take more than one course per semester with the Web Academy.

 

5.     Classes for the spring semester begin on January 12, 2004 and ends on May 14, 2004.
