2.  The coordination of requests for approval of commercial publications distribution on post is the responsibility of the

Installation Solicitation Officer (ISO) at the Community Activities and Services Business Center (CASBC).  Requests are

coordinated with the Staff Judge Advocate (SJA) and the Public Affairs Office (PAO). License agreements and/or letters of

refusal will be approved and signed by the GC.  

 

3.  A license agreement will be for a defined period, not to exceed 2 years, with a 10-day notice of cancellation clause.   

 

4.  Distribution of Army authorized publications on Fort Bragg is limited to the following: 

 

      a.  The Paraglide - general advertising.  

 

      b.  Fort Bragg Unofficial Guide and Directory - institutional advertising (long-term ads, not sales, etc.); may include

telephone directory section.  

 

      c.  On-post map with general advertising - as deemed appropriate by the CASBC, Marketing Division, in coordination with

the ISO.  

      d.  Other publications prepared by the CASBC, Marketing Division, for the purpose of promoting MWR events.  These

publications include commercial sponsorship and advertising opportunities. 

 

5.  Commercial publications, to include local daily or weekly newspapers, shoppers and/or real estate guides, community

magazines, and other publications not produced under government authority, may not be distributed on Fort Bragg without the

approval of the Installation Commander or his designee.  Authority to issue a license to distribute belongs to the Garrison

Commander.  All requests to distribute commercial publications must be submitted to the ISO.  The ISO, in coordination with
