JMTS COURSES
JT-102, MULTI-TDL ADVANCED JOINT INTEROPERABILITY COURSE (MAJIC)
The JT-102 Multi-TDL Advanced Joint Interoperability Course (MAJIC) is a foundational interoperability training course, providing knowledge to comprehension level instruction for operators of Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) systems in the joint operational tactics, techniques, and procedures of employing Multi-TDL architecture. Topics include the capabilities, features, and functions of Link 16 (Joint Tactical Information Distribution System, Multi-Function Information Distribution System (JTIDS/MIDS), Joint Range Extension Application Protocol (JREAP)), Link 11, Link 11B, Situation Awareness Data Link (SADL), and extended interface data links. Platform system capabilities and limitations with respect to Multi-TDL employment and functions are included. The instruction covers all data links the US operates, the platforms that operate them, and interoperability procedures required to make both the data links and platforms work together. Students will demonstrate their comprehension of the instruction by relating the concepts to the interpretation of the Operational Tasking Data Link (OPTASK LINK) message through given scenarios. MAJIC is ten (10) training days in duration with no JMTS prerequisites. Target audiences for MAJIC include: Multi-TDL operators and planners who are qualified at the service/platform level, Multi-TDL operators and planners designated to become a Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO) or Joint Interface Control Cell (JICC) operator, and systems engineering or integration personnel who need an understanding of Multi-TDL and JICC operations. The course is designed for operators with at least six months experience as a qualified platform operator and are a mid-level non-commissioned officer (E-5) and above.

JT-201, Multi-TDL Planner Course COURSE 
The JT-201 Multi-TDL Planner Course provides a comprehension and application level of learning in advanced joint C2 organizational structures, joint/coalition planning considerations, along with Joint Tactical Operations (JTO) interface, and how they relate to planning. Specific data link planning instruction includes link 16 JTIDS/MIDS, JREAP, Link 11/11B, SADL, and other joint extended interface data links. The course is geared towards the joint/coalition Multi-TDL planners. Students are required to plan and brief a joint/coalition c2 organizational architecture. The Multi-TDL Planner Course’s target audience is personnel with at least 2 years experience, operating multiple data links, who will be tasked to perform Multi-TDL planning for training events, exercises and contingency operations. Multi-TDL operators and planners who are qualified at the service/platform level, Multi-TDL operators and planners designated to become a Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO) or Joint Interface Control Cell (JICC) operator, and systems engineering or integration personnel who need an understanding of Multi-TDL operations.

JT-301, JOINT INTERFACE CONTROL OFFICER (JICO) COURSE 
JT-301 is an analysis, synthesis and evaluation-level course designed to prepare the graduate to lead the Joint Interface Control Cell (JICC) organization as the JICO and/or be responsible for JICC operations and active management of the Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) Network (MTN) as a JICC Watch Officer.  This course will prepare graduates to determine the Information Exchange Requirements (IER) for the MTN, exploit/enable platform Capabilities and Limitations with respect to TDL employment; provide MTN guidance in the OPTASK LINK, and direct reconfiguration of the MTN as situations dictate.  The graduate will be prepared to analyze the components of the MTN and will be able to make proactive decisions in support of operational/exercise objectives relative to the exchange of tactical data over the MTN.  The graduate will be prepared to present MTN planning briefings to senior leadership and other MTN operators as well as conduct daily JICC operational briefings.  Additionally, the JICO graduate will be able to relate the supported commander's objectives/intentions through other directive documents such as the OPLAN, Air Tasking Order, Airspace Control Order, etc. to the MTN plan contained in the OPTASK LINK; and will be able to provide real-time, expert advice to the supported commander in reaction to mission changes.  Finally, the graduate will be prepared to function as part of the supported commander’s staff for MTN planning and operational considerations.

JT-310, Advanced Joint Interface control Cell (JICC) Operator COURSE (AJOC) 
JT-310 is an analysis, synthesis and evaluation-level course designed to prepare the graduate to operate within a Joint Interface Control Cell (JICC) under the direction of the Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO)/JICC Watch Officer.  This course prepares a graduate to perform JICC equipment setup and initialization as well as perform duties as the Joint Tactical Information Distribution (JTIDS)/Multifunction Information Distribution System (MIDS) Manager, Beyond Line of Sight (BLOS) Manager, Link 11/11B Manager, and Joint Track Data Coordinator during the execution of a live exercise in conjunction with the JT-301 JICO course.
T.O.C
JT-401, JTAO INTEROPERABILITY EXECUTIVE COURSE
The JT-401 Interoperability Executive Course provides training to senior leaders who require executive level instruction on Multi-TDL architecture planning and execution.  The interface executive course is normally 1 training day long, but is tailored to the needs of the student(s).  There are no JMTS prerequisites or service quotas for this course.  Contact the JMTS IAW para 7 to schedule a JT-401 course.
LINK 16 UNIT MANAGER COURSE (LUM)
The JT-220 Link 16 Unit Manager (LUM) Course provides instruction in joint planning and operating procedures associated with Link 16 network employment.  The LUM course is designed to provide the student with the tools needed to effectively plan, manage, and employ Link 16 operations at the unit level.  It enables students to advocate Link 16 capabilities and resolve unit tactical interoperability issues as well as provide a template for Unit Link 16 Manager duties and responsibilities.  The course will be offered on a test basis through FY08, pending formal validation/approval by interface training program Joint Training Committee (JTC).  JT-101 is the prerequisite for attending the LUM Course.  LUM is 4 training days in duration.

United States Message Text Formatting (USMTF) Training Program
USMTF Courses are offered to user organizations. Instruction is provided in the currently implemented USMTF Standard using the Defense Information Infrastructure Common Operating Environment (DII COE) Message Processor. 

JT-105, USMTF AUTOMATED MESSAGE PREPARATION COURSE (USMTF-AUTO)
The JT-105 USMTF-Automated Message Preparation (USMTF-AUTO) Course introduces the USMTF program.  The USMTF-AUTO Course is procedures oriented and includes practical applications and hands-on software training in the preparation of MIL-STD-6040 compliant messages such as GENADMIN, SITREP and ATO.  The Common Message Processor (CMP) and the web based Automated Message Handling System (AMHS) are used in the course to prepare messages and verify message composition IAW MIL-STD-6040.  The course is geared toward warfighting operational staff members who will be required to compose formatted messages.  There are no JMTS prerequisites.  The USMTF-AUTO course is 1 day in length.

JT-205, USMTF MANAGER COURSE (USMTF-MGR)
The JT-205 United States Message Text Formatting Manager (USMTF-MGR) Course introduces the resources necessary to support organizational messaging needs and offers in-depth training on USMTF program items and the Common Message Processor (CMP) message preparation system.  The USMTF-MGR Course supports the training requirements of CJCSI 6241.04 as they apply to the military services, combatant commands, and defense agencies.  The course is designed for personnel who have been designated to support their organization's formatted message requirements, implement a new USMTF training program or sustain/support a program already in place.  The prerequisite for this course is JT-105.  The USMTF-MGR Course is 3 training days in length.

INITIAL REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS
LOCATION
The Joint Multi-TDL School (JMTS) is located in the Fayetteville area at Pope AAF, North Carolina.  Most courses are currently taught at the Fort Bragg Training Support Center: Gruber Rd & Pratt St Fort Bragg, NC 28310 Bldg A-5514.  However, some courses are taught off-site.  Consequently, it is important that students maintain communication with Quota Managers after registration.

TRANSPORTATION
The Fayetteville, NC area is serviced by Fayetteville Regional Airport and Raleigh-Durham International Airport. Transportation from the airports to Fort Bragg is available via taxi or rental car.  Rental cars are not provided by JMTS.  They must be unit funded.
BILLETING INFORMATION
The individual student is responsible for his/her own billeting reservation.  Limited on-post billeting is available on a first come, first serve basis. Contact the Fort Bragg billeting office (The Airborne Inn) at 910-396-7700, ext 1710 or DSN 236-7700, ext 1710 and identify yourself as a JMTS student. If billeting is not available on-post, students should call 1- 800-GO ARMY1, to arrange for their own off-post billeting.  Before calling 1-800-GO ARMY1, visit the following website (http://www.pcs-lodging.com/base/Fort-Bragg.aspx) and look at the listed locations. The link contains a map of the hotels situated near the base, which are all within driving distance from Fort Bragg.  After viewing the website, you will be better prepared to evaluate the lodging options offered by 1-800-GO ARMY1.  Be advised that Fort Bragg lodging does not provide "Non-Availability" documents or numbers.  The only way you will obtain a Non-Availability number is by arranging your off-base lodging through 1-800-GO Army1, and the 1-800-GO Army1 personnel will issue a "Non-Availability" number to you while you are on the phone.  If you make your own reservations directly with a hotel of your own choice, and elect not to use 1-800-GO Army1, realize that you will not be able to obtain a Non-Availability number from the US Army and you may therefore have trouble getting reimbursed for your lodging expenses.  

The lodging front desk is not open 24 hours.  It is open from 0600-2330 each day.  If you are going to be arriving late (after the lodging front desk closes), please call lodging and advise them.  When lodging closes for the night, they will take your room key to the Garrison HQ Building (#65; a.k.a. Hodges Hall) where it will be left in the care of the Garrison Staff Duty Officer.  Upon arrival, report to Bldg 65 and retrieve your room key from the Garrison SDO.  The number for the Garrison Staff Duty Officer is 404-464-2980/3602.
