1.  Call to Order.

    a.  The monthly meeting of the Fort Bragg Chapter of the United States Army Warrant Officers Association was called to order by the CW5 Dickens, at 1700 hours on 5 April 2000.

    b.  All members and guest signed in and the rosters are maintained in the historical files.  The President recognized all visitors.

    c.  No proxies were tended nor needed to have a quorum.

    d.  The President led the Pledge of Allegiance.

    e.  The President requested a moment of silent prayer for Bob Lee on the recent loss of his wife.  

2.  Reports

    a.  The Secretaries Report was read to the members.  CW4 Brown made the motion to accept the report with amendments; CW5 Morton seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

    b.  The Treasures Report was read by CW2(P) Correa.  A copy of the report is attached.  A motion was made to accept the report by WO1 Webb subject to audit and seconded by CW4 Wynn.  Motion carried.
    c.  The Ways and Means Report was read by CW4 Wynn.  CW4 Wynn discussed the Spring Social to be held at the Holiday Inn on 28 April 2000.  At the time of the meeting 60 tickets had been sold and an additional 90 still needed to be purchased by

7 Apr 00.  The president asked that CW4 Wynn receive all RSVP NLT that 1200 7, April. 

    d.  The Awards Committee Report was read by CW5 Morton.  The Warrant Officer of the Month for March was CW4 Howell.

    e.  Retiree Report.  CW5(Ret) Norman will visit the Veterans Hospital to see where the chapter can provide any needed assistance.  In addition, he wants to focus the committee’s efforts on finding ways to increase retiree support.

f.  Memorabilia Committee Report.  Report read by CW2 David.  Noted there is a large stock of golf items on hand.  He is continuing to work on the design for a baseball cap for the chapter and should have a final product at the next meeting.  Finally, he announced he is on levy for Korea and solicited volunteers to replace him.  CW2 Alicia accepted the position.

g.  Membership Committee Report: CW4 Brown, chairman of the membership committee reported that for the months December 1999 through February 2000, their were 12 membership non renewals and six new memberships for the month of April. He yielded the floor to CW4 Scott Howell and he reported the status of planned membership drive/Warrant Officer Professional Development scheduled for 26 April 2000.

3.  President’s Report was read by the President, CW5 Dickens.  The president read a Thank You card from the Fulcher family to the chapter.  He then asked for names of any member or family member who was sick or distressed.  It was noted that CW4 Daughtery’s mother, CW5 (Ret) Norman’s wife, and CW2 Magras’ Uncle are ill.  CW5 Morton made a motion to send Get Well cards and flowers to these family members, as well as, a sympathy card and flowers to Bob Lee on the death of his wife.  CW3 Martinez seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  President announced the upcoming Annual Meeting of Members (AMM) scheduled for 17-21 October 2000 in St. Augustine, Florida.  He provided a copy of a recent DA Message authorizing soldiers to request permissive TDY and funds to attend such events.  The president is working on getting a permanent building for the chapter to hold its meetings.  Lastly, the president requested CW2 Alicea and CW2 Johnson form an audit committee to oversee the chapter’s financial statements.

4.  Mentorship.   None.

5. Unfinished Business.  CW5 Morton reviewed the findings of the audit conducted in March.  He stated the chapter is in good financial health and only found minor administrative errors.  All errors were corrected during the audit.  The following four recommendation were submitted:

    a.  Quarterly audit as opposed to an annual audit.

    b.  Balance checkbook monthly.

    c.  Deposit collected funds the next day.

    d.  Reflect obligated funds on the monthly treasurer’s report.

CW4 Howell made a motion to accept the audit report with recommendations. CW4 Brown seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

CW4 Howell completed the flyer for the Aviation Warrant Officer OPD to be held at 1530, on 26 April 2000 at the Officer’s Club.  He requested assistance to distribute the flyers.  Also, requested one person to attend the OPD to pass out and collect membership applications. CW4 Brown volunteered to assist.  CW4 Howell requested 2 WOA coins to present to the speakers. CW4 Brown announced the chapter currently has 322 members and that he intends to send out letters to 12 warrant officers requesting they renew their membership. 

6.  New Business.  CW5 Morton suggested the chapter mint a Fort Bragg “Silver” chapter coin. He made a motion to have CW2 Fauntleroy’s spouse, currently stationed in Korea, provide the chapter with a cost estimate at the next meeting.  CW4 (Ret) Bryant seconded the motion.  Motion carried.   

7.  OPD. CW4(Ret) Michael Priest conducted OPD.  He focused on two health concerns- heart disease and cancer.  He stressed the importance of regular physical exams, early detection, and prevention.  He was presented with a COA and a coin from the chapter President.

8.  Closing Ceremony.  CW4 Satterfield won the 50/50 raffle totaling $90.00.  He donated $44.00 to the chapter. A motion was made by CW4 Brown to adjourn the meeting and CW4 Howell seconded the motion.  Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 1815 hours.
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
