OPERATION HELPING HAND


OHH provide commissary vouchers to extremely financially needy persons.  Recipients of Operation Helping Hand assistance are US Military, active or retired and family members of Military personal.  The amount designated for commissary purchases is varied depending on the circumstances. Only Chaplains may request OHH assistance for families in need. The Chaplain ensures the family needing help has sought AER/ACS assistance. The requesting family understands the commissary voucher is used for food and baby products only.  Normally, OHH is a one-time assistance.
