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Field sanitation
raises awareness

BAGRAM, Afghanistan — De-
ployed soldiers don’t have to worry
about the condition of their food, wa-
ter or catching adisease from an insect
or arodent because there are soldiers
who learn to control this and advise
their commanders on these situations.

These soldiers go through a field
sanitation team certification class. This
classisusually aweek in garrison, but
in a deployment situation, the classis
condensed into two days.

“The class is shortened because,
while in the field, we cannot spend a
week teaching the class and other sol-
dierscannot be away fromtheir job for
aweek,” said Cpt. Cory Campora, com-
mander, 791% Preventive Medicine De-
tachment.

“It is better here because soldiers

BAGRAM, Afghanistan— Thewar against
terrorism in Afghanistan is being fought on
morethan onefront. At Bagram the soldiers of
the 450" Civil Affairs Battalion (Airborne) fight
aquiet, second battle against over 20 years of
devastation using paper, pen and tape mea-
sure.

The first stop of the day is the village of
Murad Khuwaja. Assoon astheteam arrives,
al the men of the village gather around the
civil affairsspecialists. Theteam chief of Civil
Affairs Team Alpha, Mgj. Mark Cepiel, talks
through his interpreter, to ask the men about
their community. One important fact he finds
out isthat thevillage has no clean water source.

They areforced to get all their water fromirri-
gation ditches and puddles in the dirt road.
Cepiel recommends the village receive three
wells,

The next stop isin the city of Kapisa and
the site of what used to be the second largest
collegein Northern Afghanistan. TheAl Bironi
University taught avariety of subjects such as
medicine, agriculture, science, and political sci-
ence to students throughout the region. The
Taliban seized the university and used half as
a headquarters and barracks and blew up the
other half. The university wasthefront linein
the battle between the Northern Alliance and
the Taliban. The Taliban held the college until
December 2001.

2003: tight security, celebrations

NEW YORK — Americans awoketo a
new year Wednesday, after nearly 1 million
peoplewelcomed the arrival of 2003 at New
York’s Times Square. Tightened security
mixed with cheering as the famous rooftop
ball dropped to mark the occasion.

It was the 99th annual New Year's Eve
celebration in Times Square, and security
was tight in the post-9/11 era. Plainclothes
police officerswere scattered throughout the
crowd, and manhole covers in the streets
had been welded shut.

Security also wasbeefed upin New York
Harbor after authorities received athreat of
amaritimeattack. Officialsdownplayed the
threat as “uncorroborated, unsubstantiated
information of suspect credibility,” and aban
on pleasure craft off New York waslifted on
Wednesday.

New Year's Eve celebrations in Times
Square began in 1904 when the owners of
One Times Square began holding rooftop
parties with fireworks, according to a Web
site detailing the annual party.

The huge, glittering crystal ball that de-
scendsthe flagpol e on top of the building to
count down to midnight was built by
Waterford Crystal and weighs about 1,070
pounds, according to an Internet fact sheet
about the orb.

Actor Christopher Reeve set the count-
down ball in motion.

There was no immediate U.S. response
tothelraqgi claim, but U.S. military officials
haverepeatedly denied targeting civilianfa-
cilities.

“Coalition aircraft never target civilian
populations or infrastructure and go to
painstaking lengthsto avoid injury to civil-
iansand damageto civilianfacilities,” astate-
ment from the U.S. Central Command said.

The no-fly zones, designed to protect
Kurds in northern Iraq and Shiites in the
southern part of the country from the Iraqi
regime, have been contested spots between
the United States, Britain and Iraq sincethey
were established after the 1991 Gulf War.

Iragi officials insist that the zones vio-
late the country’s sovereignty and territorial
integrity, and they refuse to recognize them.

Senator offers Frist aid

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla — Incom-
ing Senate Mgjority Leader Bill Frist, asur-
geon, gave medical care Wednesday to six
people gjected from an Isuzu SUV when it
rolled over on Interstate 75 in western
Broward County, officialssaid.

A 10-year-old girl died at the scene, ac-
cording to Broward County Fire Rescue As-
sistant Chief Todd L educ. Two women were

in critical condition and two men were in
serious condition at Broward General Medi-
cal Center in Fort Lauderdale, said spokes-
woman Jenny Pudwell.

A child was later transferred to Memo-
rial Regional Hospital in nearby Hollywood,
Pudwell said. A spokeswoman there could
not give any information on the child’s con-
dition.

The I'suzu was east-bound around 3:30
p.m. on the section of 1-75 known as*“Alli-
gator Alley” that runs acrossthe Everglades
when atire blew out and the entire tread
came off, officialssaid.

Nick Smith, aspokesman for Frist, said
the Tennessee Republican was spending
timewith hisfamily in Floridaand wasdriv-
ing with two of his sonswhen he came upon
the scene shortly after the accident.

Leduc said Frist, along with some off-
duty firefighters and paramedics who also
were driving by, aided the victims until
Broward County Fire Rescue vehicles and
personnel could respond.

“[Frist] helped assess victims and did
some medical procedures, including putting
people on life support systems, and helped
get the medical equipment in order,” Leduc
said.

In the classroom, the
soldiers are taught about
controlling disease carry-
ing insects and rodents,
food service sanitation,
field water safety, waste
disposal and weather-re-
lated injuries.

On the second day,
the class does a walk
through of the dining fa-
cility, teststhe water at a
water point and looks at
sanitation in thefield.

While at the dining
facility, the soldiers
check cleanliness, el ectri-
cal hazards, food condi-
tions and freezer and re-
frigerator temperatures.

Testing the water consists of checking the chlorine lev-
els and learning to use chlorine tablets.

Tolook at sanitation inthefield, the classinspects porta
potties and washing stations.

“Company-sized units should have at least one non-
commissioned officer and onejunior-enlisted soldier trained
infield sanitation,” said Campora.

“We give these classes to train soldiers to advise their
commanders on how to keep troops healthy from diseases
and non-battleinjuries,” said Campora. “ Wewant everyone
to be aware of sanitation themselvesand be ableto take care
of their own dirty work.”

Preventive medicine holds the class at the end of every
month with alimit of 20 soldiers. To sign up for the class, call
preventive medicineat 231-4641.
