MEMORANDUM FOR Education Services (ES) Staff

SUBJECT:  TABE Policy

1. Effective immediately, testing slips are not required for 

soldiers taking the TABE A test only.  These soldiers must call (910) 396-2537 and schedule an appointment.

2.  Soldiers enrolling in BSEP will be issued a testing slip for TABE D and an enrollment form for BSEP.  The TABE D will be scheduled prior to the first day of the BSEP class.  Only in unavoidable circumstances will a soldier take the TABE D the first day of the BSEP class.  Encourage soldiers to test early and avoid a last minute rush.

3.  Soldiers who do not score the required minimum on either TABE A or TABE D will be sent to an Education Center for counseling.  If additional study is recommended by the counselor, the soldier will be referred to the Lead Tutor/Instructor or Tutor/Instructor at the ALC or ACLC in Throckmorton Library for further assistance.  

4.  Soldiers will be given the results of the post TABE D test upon completion of the AFCT.  Those soldiers who do not score the required minimum on the post TABE D will be referred to a counselor for additional assistance and recommendations for improvement.
