This Addendum to the Memorandum of Agreement entered into by the American Federation of Government Employees, Local 1770, AFL‑CIO and Headquarters, XVIII Airborne Corps and Fort Bragg as to Fort Bragg Smoking Policy dated 3 August 1999

Paragraph 3b. (3) is modified as follows:

(3)  In all government owned and leased vehicles/aircraft.  If an employee fails to comply and the Department of the Army is charged for the cost of cleaning the affected vehicles/aircraft beyond normal detailing procedures to remove tobacco odor or residue or repairing damage caused by tobacco use, a report of survey will be initiated and liability may be assessed to recoup the cleaning charge.
